The strain of Dahman is at the root of Egyptian Arabian
breeding worldwide. The strains of Dahman Shahwan
and Dahman Najib are found throughout the horses of
legendary breeders Abbas Pasha and Ali Pasha Sherif.
Several very early stallions of this strain are found in
Egyptian pedigrees:

1. Ibn Nura (Dahman Najib] 1876 grey stallion, bred by
Ali Pasha Sherif. Ibn Nura is im t today via his son

Feysul, sire of Ibn Yashmak. Feysul is also grandsire of
Bint Radia, and Zareefa (Inshass).

2. *Shahwan (Dahman Shahwan) 1887 grey stallion,
imported to the US 1895, out of Dahmeh Shahwaniyvah a ¢.

Shahwan is found in todays Egyptian pedigrees via his
grandson Ibn Yashmak (1902), sire of Bint Rissala.

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The Cheetah and the Arabian horse
Text by Joe Ferriss:

In traditions handed down by the Bedouin, a love and understanding of Nature is
essential. For this reason the Arabian horse, like the cheetah, stands as a symbol of one
of Nature's finest creatures.

In some ways they are alike. Like the cheetah, the Arabian horse of the desert is swift
and fearless. Arabian horses have been known to defend their riders against unwarranted
attacks. Like the cheetah, the Arabian horse is keenly aware of its territory, stallions often
sniffing the air to determine what is going on afar while mares’ ears are lively and active,
listening for what is going on around them. Both the cheetah and the Arabian have large
nostrils and enlarged heart and lungs for efficient breathing and endurance. While the
cheetah uses its tail like a rudder to maneuver at speed, the Arabian carries its tail flag-
high in excitement, which can enly add to its famed agility. Even the cheetah's all-seeing
eves, which are rimmed with dark color, compare to the classic desert Arabian’s dark skin
around the eyes, to protect them from the sun's intense glare. These two noble creatures
are worthy of comparison and symbolic of the way Bedouin tribes used Nature to sustain
their life in the desert on horseback.
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The Cheetahs
Text by Marco Sordelli:

Long and lanky, cheetahs are the sprinters of the cat world. Their bodies are unigquely
designed to run very fast for fairly short distances, allowing them to catch prey that other
big cats can’t get. Their habitat is open savanna where they run at speeds of up to 70 miles
per hour (112 kilometers per hour), The cheetah's ability to run starts with their flexible
spine, which allows their front legs to stretch far forward on each stride. Cheetahs are
off the ground more than half of their running time!! and thankfully their claws are hard
and sharp like cleats, giving them great traction when they run. The cheetah’s hunting
technique has been adapted to suit its speed and agility and unlike many other wild cats
it hunts mainly by day. It will follow its prey from a distance, commonly the large herds of
gazelle, impala or antelope, selecting old, injured or young animals. The cheetah’s powerful
jaw muscles enable the cat to grip its prey, without pause, for several minutes and it
uses this to suffocate its catch by clamping the windpipe. The cheetah unlike other 'Big
Cats’ does not roar, however it does purr and other vocal sounds range from high pitched
yelps and barks to longer chirruping sounds. Wildlife parks in Africa help protect some of
the cheetahs as their habitat shrinks due to human encroachment on their habitat and
hunting has dramatically reduced their numbers.

Imagine that you are seated around the warm campfire in the cool desert evening
joining Bedouin horsemen to sing praises in a poetic way about “the unique one”, a
noble bay stallion of high breeding, who has become celebrated as a guiding light of the
desert night stars in search of the ideal and most classic Arabian horses.

His name is spoken with the greatest of reverence as each tribal member in turn
begins to discuss his merits. His name is Anaza El Farid - one of a kind, the one
that stands alone. The prefix Anaza almost becomes his “sub-strain”, the sign of his
breeder, Lester and Lois St. Clair of Florida in the U.S., noted breeders using only the
finest mares and breeding only to stallions descending from the finest mares. Among
the clinking of tea glasses in front of the flickering fire, the testimonies begin.
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One rises to recite: “Farid's origing are from the prized strain of Dahman Shahwan
from the original El Dahma of 1880, She was a foundation mare for Ali Pasha Sherif
and her strain has long been celebrated by Egypt's greatest breeder of the past Abbas
Pasha 1. This is what we know for sure, for it is writtén in his manuscript, where also are
recorded many poems in celebration of the Dahmah. Farid's namesake harkens back to
the legendary branch of E]l Dahma’s family coming from the immortal mare Farida whose
celebrated line has given us the likes of Halima and Deenaa, Farida also produced swift
runners. Her son Balance was the fastest horse in all of Egypt for many years. He raced
the distance of a mile in 1 minute 46 seconds carryving 132 pounds, more weight than his
competitors by far. And Faridas daughters Bint Farida, Ragia and Futna were also very
good and esteemed by many.”

Another rises to add: “Bint Farida gave birth to the magnificent pear]l Ghazalahh, by
Mashhour. Her daughter Inas by Moralic founded a respected family in the country of
Hungary where exists the great Babolna Stud. Farida's granddaughter, Halima, from
Ragia, gave birth to Moheba and her family is the prized ‘M’ family throughout Europe
and internationally. But Halima also gave birth to a son, Ibn Halima by Nazeer, and
this stallion was named Ansata Ibn Halima and he became beloved all over the world.
He was a beautiful speckled grey stallion, of very balanced proportions with excellent
temperament and great style. He was magnificent with big dark eves of deep soul that he
passed on to his children and their children for many generations. The look of Ansata Ibn
Halima is sought after the world over.”

Then another adds: "Ansata Ibn Halima's sons and daughters are both supreme, ancd
especially those coming from the line of the original El Dahma. When he was mated to
Ansata Bint Sameh, sired by the powerful Sameh and out of Farida's daughter Futna, it
gave Ansata Jamila, becoming famous for her granddaughter, Ansata Justina, another
rich bay mare with the most beautiful large dark eyes and founding a championship
family internationally. From the example of this success Ansata Ibn Halima was later
mated to another closely related Sameh daughter, Deenaa who was a grand daughter of
Futna. It gave the splendid mare Bint Deenaa, noble yet kind, beautifully shaped and
again the rich bay color like a fine veneer of dark mahogany. Bint Deenaa had the largest
dark eyes and lovely expression. She was an excellent mother and gave many coveted
foals. One of those is Anaza El Farid, the one of a kind.”

Another rose to recite an old sayving handed down for generations: “It has been said of
great mares: let the sire of the sire be the grandsire of the dam. This we were told is the
formula for the finest ones. And we know it is the formula for the beloved Bint Deenaa.
Her sire’s sire is the noble and all seeing white stallion Nazeer and her mother's grandsi-
re is also Nazeer, This formula worked for Bint Deenaa and we know it is true because
her produce were coveted everywhere.”
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“How then does one choose a sire that is worthy of her?” asks another, followed by the
reply, “The answer is found in the same formula. In addition, the sire must be out of a
truly supreme mare and we would want her family to be a very celebrated and distin-
guished one. So the perfect stallion had been chosen. He is from the family of Abayyvan
Om Jurays, which has long been admired in the deserts of Saudi Arabia. His mother is
very famous. She is the finest and all of her foals represent greatness. Her name is Bint
Magidaa. The world now covets this distinguished family.”

*So what son from this family is the chosen one for Bint Deenaa?” asks another. *The-
re are several good choices, but the chosen one is Ruminaja Ali. He is noble, he is a good
and very dominant sire assuring the stamp of his mother's greatness and also the stamp
of another great Saglawi Jidran mare, Mabrouka through her son, Morafic, perhaps the
greatest legend in Arabian breeding of all time. Ruminaja Ali fits the formula. His sire's
sire is Morafic and his mother's grandsire is Morafic.”

The first to recite now gathers the thoughts of everyvone present: “Let us savor the
merits of the ancestry we now know of this unique one, Anaza El Farid. First, his father
is the incomparable Ruminaja Ali whose sire is the grand patriarch Shaikh Al Badi of
the strain of Dahman Shahwan descending from the original Bint El Bahreyn from the
ruler of Bahrain in the nineteenth century. Shaikh Al Badi is a son of the Saglawi Jidran
Morafic. Morafic is the noblest of noble stallions from the sire line of Saklawi [. As Prince
Mohammed Ali himself has said, “these horses of the Saklawi | sire line have long been
known for their courage and will not flinch at any threat to their master. And Ruminaja
Ali is a son of a great mother, the supreme Abayyah Om Jurays mare, Bint Magidaa. Her
greatness comes from being a daughter of legendary Morafic son Khofo, of the Hadban
Enzahi strain, and out of the mother of all the finest, Magidaa, the Abayyah Om Jurays
mare. And so it is that Ruminaja Ali was mated to the beloved Bint Deenaa, a daughter
of legendary Dahman Shahwan Ansata Ilbn Halima, and out of a jewel of the Farida line,
Deenaa. Deenaa was herself the color of bay like fine mahogany furniture and she moved
like a lioness in pursuit with her long powerful motion. She descends from the original
El Dahma of Ali Pasha Sherif, and this is what we know for sure. And this is how Anaza
El Farid was created. We all therefore pay tribute to the one that stands alone, a great
horse and an even greater sire of legend, Anaza El Farid.”
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While the above camplire setting is an imaginary one,
it is also a very real way to understand the value of the
ancestry of this truly great stallion Anaza El Farid. In
times past in a setting like this, hours would be spent
discussing the merits of each ancestor, in even more
detail than 1 have illustrated. There were no cameras,
computers, and no email, The true learning of a horse's
greatness came from how visual, almost poetic, the
words were delivered. The memory of a tribe thrives on
the evening recitations of poems and stories to create
mind pictures to make indelible one'’s knowledge which
must be handed down from generation to generation. As
has been illustrated here, the lineage of Anaza El Farid
is an amalgam of some of the finest Arabian ancestors in
the long heritage of Egyptian breeding.

Az an individual Anaza El Farid was an accomplished
show horse, the perfect blend of type, style and spirit
all in a stunningly rich bay color. From his grand dam,
Deenaa, he inherited the free flowing movement that is
true to most Samceh get. Deenaa was a spectacular mover.
Anaza El Farid displayed the floating free movement
that almost seemed to defy gravity. His movement was
very elastic and agile like a great predator in the wild.
This was often most appreciated at liberty outside the
confines of the show ring. From his dam Bint Decnaa he
carries forward harmonious proportions, a beautiful eye,
and a head that is beautifully dished and sculpted clean
from every angle. From his sire Ruminaja Ali he displays
the magnificent carriage of neck, dramatic shoulders,
powerful depth and overall beautiful silhouette. His
fine skin and clean, flat bone add the dramatic dryness
that has so inspired artists of the past. This perfect
blend of classic features won him Class A and Regional
championships and U.5. National Top Ten stallion
honors. In 1994 he was chosen the Supreme Champion
stallion at the U.5. Egyptian Event and in Paris, he was
Top Five among the world's greatest stallions that year,

As a sire Anaza El Farid swiftly proved himsell
superior. He has received international praise as a
prepotent sire, and continues to impart his influence
generation after generation. Some have even said they
felt he was the best siring son of Ruminaja Ali since
Ali Jamaal. Yet it is not just his sire that confirms his
genetic power since his dam Bint Deenaa also produced
the exceptional champions sirez Anaza Bayv Shahh, [bn
El Mareckh and the full siblings, Amir Alih, Anaza El
Nizr, Anaza El Kadeen, all brothers to Anaza El Farid.

He began his career at stud in the U.S. and was
managed by a group of breeders known as the Farid
Group that provided the opportunity lor a very high
quality sclection of mares being chosen for him. The
success of his ability as a sire was to attract the attention
of Count Zichy Thyssen who then purchased Anaza El
Farid for use with his large Arabian breeding program
in Argentina. He continued to prove his superiority as
a sire, In his career at stud Anaza El Farid sired more
mares than stallions, however a number of his sons
have given worldwide acclaim to his namesake. Some
examples deserve recognition here.
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Farres (Anaza El Farid x Shameerah) 1995 grey stallion - Dahman Shahwan.

This handsome stallion traces in female line to Deenaa, the same mare line as
Anaza El Farid himself. There are multiple lines to the root Dahman mare Farida 1921
throughout his pedigree. His dam Shameerah is a daughter of MFA Marcekh Amir
(El Mareekh x MFA Monien) of the champion producing Maar-Ree line. Shameerah's
dam AK Shahniya is a daughter of AK Shah Moniet, who was considered by some to
be the finest ever son of Ibn Moniet El Nefous. Tragically AK Shah Moniet died young
in an accident after only a few seasons at stud. He was a superior individual and a
superior mover, being also a son of the legendary mare Dahmah Shahwaniah (Ansata
Ibn Halima x Bint Maiza El Saghira). So his few daughters became quickly prized. AK
Shahniya’s dam AK Fanniya is a three-quarter sister to Bint Deenaa who is the dam of
Anaza El Farid so Farres was instantly an impressive pedigree.

Early on he was noticed by Judi Forbis who said that she was impressed with his
refinement and styvle as well as pedigree. She bred Ansata mares to him a number of
times producing the lovely Ansata Mouna (x Talmona), Ansata Qasim (x MB Moneena)
both from the Saglawi Jidran Mona female line, and Ansata Shahrezad [x Ansata
Shahrezade) a fine mare now in Egypt. Among Farres's admired show winners are two
U.S, Egyptian Event Supreme champion mares: Farressa CA (x Queen Sheeba) and
Famira KA (x Desire RB) Famira KA also a winner at the Ajman show.
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His stud career in the U.5. was not a long one since he was exported to Germany in
2002 and began a very successful international show career that included:

2003 Wels International Reserve Champion Stallion

2003 German Elite Cup Reserve Champion Stallion

2003 Egyptian Event Europe Reserve Champion Stallion

2004 Egyptian Event Europe Champion Stallion

2005 Strohen International Reserve Champion Stallion

Farres's success in the European show ring drew the attention of a new admirer,
Abdullah bin Fahad bin Abdullah Al-Saud who then purchased him for his Al-
Mohammadia Arabian Horse Stud in Saudi Arabia, In the desert traditions of his
illustrious lineage, Farres now continues to prove his value as a sire of strong bodies
with long necks, good legs and classic Arabian heads,
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Farid Nile Moon (Anaza El Farid x GA Moon Tajhalima) 1997 bay stallion - Saqlawi
Jidran.

Arguably one of the most charismatic bay Egyptian stallions in recent times, Farid
Nile Moon was admired by many. Bred by Sandybrook Egyptian Arabian Stud, his
dam is the champion producing GA Moon Tajhalima who combines the beauty and
athletic qualities of the Imperial Mistry and Ansata Bint Zaafarana lines. His Supreme
Championship at the U.8, Egyptian Event in 2001 drew attention to this handsome
voung stallion. His breeding schedule filled up quickly. Among his admirers was H.
H. Sheikh Dr. Sultan Bin Mohammed Al Qasimi Ruler of Sharjah who purchased him
in 2003. He continued to prove an excellent sire in the Arabian Gulf but tragically he
died after only two breeding seasons, making his get very prized. Those get are now
emerging as beautiful examples of his legacy such as the exquisite mare Farid Nile
Dream whose dam Imperial Maysama produced Australian champion MB Mayal and
Ajman National Senior Champion mare Mmecca, Farid Nile Dream has multiple U.S,
Egyptian Event championships. Another Farid Nile Moon winner is the splendid filly
Loulou (x Moneat Annafs) Ajman National Reserve Champion filly. The loss of Farid
Nile Moon as a relatively young horse will make his get all the more precious for many
vears to come.

ZT Faa'iq (Anaza El Farid x ZT Jamdusah) 1997 bay stallion - Kuhaylan Ajuz Rodan.

Perhaps one of the most significant straight Egyptian sons of Anaza El Farid, ZT
Faa'iq is not only an impressive stallion by anyone’s standards but an exceptionally
well bred one as well. He is the epitomy of horseman's quality combined with the
classic timeless look of Arabians depicted in immortal artworks of the nineteenth
century. He is the ideal blend of Arabian stallion masculinity - strength with dryness
and refinement, and a beautifully balanced head with wide forehead, deep jowls, large
dark eves, all accented by short perfectly shaped ears. All of this is presented in a
horse with remarkable charisma and excellent movement. As one looks through his
pedigree one quickly can discover why he is the ideal blend of excellent ancestors. ZT
Faa'iq's dam ZT Jamdusah is impeccably bred. She is a daughter of the great Abayyan
Om Jurays stallion Jamil noted for his superior producing daughters passing on huge
dark eyves and balanced proportions. His second dam, IES Sondusah is a pure in the
strain Kuhaylan Ajuz Rodan mare bred by Imperial Egyptian stud, being a daughter of
Hossny, one of Ansata Ibn Halima's most brilliant moving athletic sons, and out of a
daughter of Khofo, sire of many great performance horses and race winners. And the
fourth dam is none other that the U.S. National Champion mare Serenity Sonbolah,
one of the most spectacular Egyptian imports to the U.5. This particular cross of Anaza
El Farid and ZT Jamdusah was repeated at Zichy-Thyssen's large Argentine stud,
resulting in three full sisters, ZT Fai', ZT Faddada, and ZT Farida all of the bay color
and showing consistently these described qualities of beauty, harmonious proportions,
high conformational quality and excellent movements.
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Yet from his very first foal crop arrived a horse that would make the name ZT Faa'iq
forever remembered. The foal was the stallion Phaaros, a magnificent specimen of
both classic Arabian beauty and style. Also as a sire Phaaros is further example of the
continuing influence of the legendary Anaza El Farid generation after generation. This
great voung stallion Phaaros is co-owned by Alfala Stud in Saudi Arabia and Alfabia
Stud in Italy.

Pasha Farid (Anaza El Farid x Shariha) 1996 black stallion - Dahman Shahwan

One of the universal symbolic favorites in Arabian horse legend is the “black stallion”
and by many accounts one of the most magnificent black stallions is Pasha Farid a sire
of Gestut Rothenberg. He is one of the most famous black straight Egyptian stallions
in Europe. He is a horse of commanding presence with a long high set arched neck,
good body proportions and exotic dry head. A consistent source of the rich black color
regardless of the mare, his black get are also producing the black color so this heritage
is quite strong. His get are also known for good legs, beautiful movement and classic
heads. Breeding beautiful black Arabians is a challenge but with the added impact of
Anaza El Farid in the formula Pasha Farid has proven to be a much sought after sire.

Gazal Al Shagab (Anaza El Farid x Kajora) 1995 bay stallion

While this special catalog is about straight Egyptian horses, one Anaza E] Farid son
who is not straight Egyptian must be recognized: the great sire Gazal Al Shagab, In the
tradition of famous Egyptian-related sires such as El Shaklan and Ali Jamaal, Gazal
Al Shagab has also spread the legacy of Anaza El Farid worldwide. Gazal Al Shagab’s
dam Kajora was a U.3.

A General Summary of Defining The Desert Horse

It has long been known that Bedouin horse breeding tribes valued the pedigrees
and histories of their horses. In the 19th century when Egyptian Ruler Abbas Pasha
selected his prized Arabian horses it was important for him to ascertain their histories
and background from the Bedouin so that he was confident in breeding the authentic
Arabian. In the late 19th century when Wilfrid and Lady Anne Blunt obtained their
Arabian horses, Lady Anne was quite particular in finding out all she could about their
backgrounds to her satisfaction. However, this desire to know all about the lincage
and histories of Arabian horses acquired from the desert was not universal among all
those who obtained them. For some it was very important and for some others it meant
very little, Over time some Arabian horse pedigrees had lost histories, or had some
unknown ancestors from unknown sources, or there were differences of opinion over
the authenticity of some sources. However, the Arabian horse continued to grow in
popularity. Within two decades after World War 11, the U.S. had the largest population of
Arabians of any one country. Some people expressed an interest in preserving the original
type Arabians but they were concerned about not being able to find complete pedigrees
to their satisfaction in the way Abbas Pasha and Lady Anne Blunt had preferred.
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PERSPECTIVES

The Blue Arabian Horse Catalog: BLUE STAR - Blue List Arabians

By the mid 1950s a young woman, inspired by warnings from others that the
number of Arabian horses with pedigrees of known connections in all lines back to
the originating culture was shrinking. The young woman's name was Miss Jane Ott
and she began compiling a list of all such remaining horses in North America based on
her research and opinions. Her work was kept in a blue notebook binder. By the end
of the decade of the 1950's this would evolve into a published work called The Blue
Arabian Horse Catalog. In this catalog the author simply states that “...the Catalog
is published to encourage the preservation and increased production of the tvpe of
Arabian horse originally found in the possession of the Bedouin tribes of Arabia.” There
were two main categories of Arabians in the catalog: BLUE STAR, which were identified
in capital letters, and Blue List, not capitalized. On the surface the diifference between
the two was simple. BLUE STAR horses traced to any of the known Arabian strains
with the exception of the Munigi and its related strains. Blue List horses traced ALL the
known strains including the Muniqi. The distinction between the two appears to have
its roots in Carl Raswan's writing about the Muniqgi strain and its perceived difference
from other strains. For some it was merely academic, but it was more important to
others, There was also a third category in the catalog called Sub-List. It contained the
other two categories but included any other horse about which the author was not
as certain, or she believed needed a separated distinction. The geographic nationality
of horses listed in The Blue Catalog was not limited to just Egypt but also included
Saudi Arabia, Syria, the Arabian Gulf, or anywhere authentic Arabians came [rom, so
long as it fit the author's criteria for being included. The catalog’s focus was on horses
imported to North America and their offspring. Horses listed in The Blue Catalog were
not required to be registered in the U.S. studbooks although most all were., Some
breeders of Egyptian, Egyptian-Desert, and Desert bred lines were inspired by The
Blue Catalog’s message and efforts were made to preserve these bloodlines. The
catalog was sold as a ring bound blue notebook available by subscription. It included
periodic supplements containing more of her writing and horse listing updates. The
final supplement was dated 1969, No future updates were added to the catalog after
that. In the decade of her published work Miss Jane Ott managed to influence a whole
generation to the importance of preservation of the desert horse,
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The Pyramid Society: Straight Egyptian Arabians

At about the time of The Blue Catalog's final supplement, U.S. and Canadian breeders
of horses descending from Egyptian imports were interested in forming an organization
to preserve the Egyvptian horse. So in 1969 The Pyramid Society was created. Unlike the
Blue Catalog, The Pyramid Society had a specific geographical-cultural focus: horses
representing the breeding in the country of Egypt only, but whose ancestry traced in
all lines to horses of “Arabia Deserta®. Preservation of Egyptian bloodlines lines was
important and in doing so a few collateral individuals were included, being related to
the foundation stock that has bred on to the present in accepted lines. The identifying
terminology for the organization was “Straight Egyptian.” Unlike The Blue Catalog,
all such “straight Egyptian® horses had to be also eligible for registration in the U.S.
Registry and studbooks were the primary resource, Since Egypt's Arabian history goes
beyvond studbooks, the Society’s definition evolved to be sure to include descendants of
all such horses imported from Egypt whether or not they had studbook entries.
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Al Khamsa Inc.: Al Khamsa Arabians

By the early 19703 in the U.5, a growing number of followers of The Blue Catalog,
which was no longer being published, felt that an organization was needed that carried
forward the progress inspired by The Blue Catalog. So an organization was formed and
its name became “Al Khamsa®, symbolizing the legend of the five original mares that
created the breed. Al Khamsa recognized nearly all of the same foundation animals
that were identified in The Blue Catalog. Al Khamsza took a broader view and included
some additional horses, so it was not the same as The Blue Catalog, Al Khamsa's
definition basically identifies “horses in North America that can be reasonably assumed
o descend entirely from Bedouin Arabian horses from tribes of the deserts of the
Arabian Peninsula.” Like the Blue Catalog, it cataloged all horses, not just Egyptian,
which came from any other sources that it its definition of having such Bedouin
roots. Also like The Blue Catalog, a horse was not required to be registered in the U5,
studbooks to be recognized, though nearly all were regizstered.

Asil Club: Asil Arabians

Several yvears later in the mid 1970s in Europe, another organization developed
along similar lines as Al Khamsa, This organization was named The Asil Club and used
the term “Aszil Arabian” to identify horses representing the organization. Its definition
basically defines an Asil Arabian as "a horse whose pedigree is exclusively based on
horses bred by the Bedouin without any evidence whatsoever of non-Arabian blood
being admixed at any time.” Most of the horses in Europe fitting this definition were
also already “Straight Egyptian” so all of The Pyramid Society lines were accepted in
the Asil Club, and a few others with additional “*desert bred” lines were included in the
Asil Club. The Club’s published books placed symbols next to the horses' names to
digtinpuizh which were Egyvptian and which included also "desert” lines

In summary, all three of the organizations, Al Khamsa, the Asil Club, and The Pyramid
Society have published books over the years, no doubt inspired by the original Blue
Catalog. However, as 18 normal in human nature, each organization does not always
recognize all the same horses. For The Pyramid Society it is about the “*Egyptian”™ horse
only. However, the Asil Club would also recognized horses from other desert sources,
and Al Khamsa has done the same for those that came to North America. Some “Sitraight
Egvptians™ were not included in The Blue Catalog, because its author wanted more
ancestral information. Likewise, some “Straight Egyptians™ are not currently included
in Al Khamsa either, although that organization has an open door policy for inclusion
in the future whenever more information becomes available on certain ancestors not
currently accepted.

[ have created a simple graphic on page 149 to give a general understanding of
the relationship between bloodlines recognized by these organizations and The Blue
Catalog. Each shape symbolizes what bloodlines are recognized. The central overlapping
of shapes shows what they all have in commeon. The red square represents the “Straight
Egyptian” population. Because each organization has very specific criteria for which
bloodlines it accepts, it is best to contact theze organizations for specific detailz. All of
them have websites that can be found on the Internet.

In the bigger view of things, one has to ask the question: had there not been an original
Blue Catalog, and the organizations that succeeded it, would we be able to enjoy the
magnificent “horse of the desert”™ as we do today? It is fortunate indeed that we still have
those today who care enough about preserving the heritage of the “Bedouin horses” as
it was in the davs of Abbas Pazsha [, Lady and Wilirid Blunt, and other dedicated people
who desired to preserve the authentic Arabian.

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NABRAS:

Nabras was foaled 1921 descending from the Hadban
Enzahi strain. He was taken to Egypt at some point
before his 1924 racing career began and came under
the ownership of Mahmud al-ltribi Pasha. He raced up
until 1929 to distances as long as a mile and one half.
Judith Forbis interviewed several elders in the late 1960s
to gather more information on some of these desert bred
stallions taken to Egypt. Her interview with Sheikh Abdul-
Aziz ¢l-Sabek offers the following about Nabras: “The best
horse [ ever trained. He came from the El Agidad tribe in
Syria near Deyr Ez Zor. He was good looking with a long
neck, like elastic — arched in standing, long in running.
The dancing people wanted to buy him later but an
Englishman took him though [tribi Pasha.”

Nabras was used by the RAS siring 7 foals of which two
bred on in straight Egyptian breeding: the stallion Enzahi
a 1937 grey out of Fardous, and the mare Komeira a 1937
grey mare out of Layla. The Queen mother of King Farouk
moved to the U.S, bringing with her the black Nabras
son El Akhrani out of Bint Rustem, however he is not
preserved in Egyptian lines.

Enzahi appears to be a handsome horse of good quality.
Records indicated he had a good racing career running 3
seasons, with 4 wins and 2 second place wins in 13 starts.
His daughter Nabilah [x Zam Zam) was exported to South
Africa preducing one daughter Inzam Saklabilah who had
b straight Egyptian foals, though this line is now rare in
straight Egyptian. Enzahi's son Moftakhar (x Kateefa)
was imported to the U.5. in 1952 and was later acquired
by Gleannloch so has a number of straight Egyptian
lines today. Daniel Gainey imported the Egyptian mare
Mamdouha [Kheir x Samha) to the U.S. in 1947 carrying
the filly Gamila by Enzahi. Gamila founded a prolific family
producing 6 straight Egyptian foals, four of which have
bred on. Gamila’s blood is found internationally through
many horses. Just a few examples are Anchor Hill Omar
[South African National Champion| and Glorieta Zaafira,
dam of Ali Zaar [Germany| and Ali Zafir |Bebo Stud in
Egypt| both by Ruminaja Ali.
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EL NASSER:

El Nasser was foaled in 1938. He originated in the
same Jazirah region as E]l Deree. He was bred by Ahmad
al-Taha, Sheikh of the Juhaysh tribe. He was sired by a
Dahman ‘Amir of the al-Ajarrash clan of the Shammar
and his dam was a Kuhaylat Ajuz Dajaniyah of the
Juhaysh. Selected as a young colt by Henri Pharaon,
he began a successful racing career in Lebanon under
the racing name of Didane. Later he came under the
ownership of Ahmed Abu El Futuh who teok him to
Egypt where he continued to race well. Upon completing
a successful racing career in Egypt Ahmed Abu El Futuh
gave him to the RAS where he sired eleven foals. From
these only one daughter, Sehr (x Salwa) carried his blood
into Egyptian breeding to this day. As described earlier,
he was a horse resembling El Deree in type vet from the
few photos of his get, they appear more refined than he
was, Pictured here are his son El Moutanabbi (x Fasiha)
and also his daughter Sehr (x Salwa) as a young mare.
Both show the overall good form of El Nasser and with
nice pleasant heads.

Sehr was born black like her dam Salwa but photos
show that later she turned grey very slowly. This photo of
Sehr as a young mare from the Judith Forbis collection
was a part of General VonSzandtner’s photos used in his
personal herd book of notes. Of her four foals only one
bred on, the stallion Nasralla (x Balance) so he is the
only source of El Nasser in straight Egyptian breeding.
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Being a son of Egypt's great race horse Balance,
Nasralla also raced. In nine races he finished first four
times, second twice and third twice. His racing name was
Shahriar. As a sire of 48 foals he was used considerably
more than Mabras's zon Enzahi. The get of Masralla
became appreciated for their excellent athletic ability
and movement. Many were exported from Egvpt and
arrived in countries such as the U.5., Canada, Germany,
Russia, Czechoslovakia and Italy leaving accomplished
descendants in each country.

Twelve of Nasralla's get found their way to U.5. shores
beginning in 1970, most via Egypt but some came later
from Europe. Those that [ saw were impressive. Ramses
Moufeed (x Fathia) and Serenity Luftia (x Nazeera) were
typy, refined beautiful moving horses and both were halter
champions. Waheeba (x Zebeda) is dam of the beautiful
producing mare Shecba (x Ansata El Sherif). Watfa (x
Set El Wadi) is influential in racing via her grandson
MHF Eclipse [x Moniet El Nafis). Baheia [x Hemmat) was
imported to the U.S. from Germany and later her grand
daughter Bahila (x Gharib) arrived on U.5. shores. Whao
could have predicted that Bahila more than any other El
Nasser descendant would assure the preservation of this
fine grey athlete from the land of Jazirah? Bahila was a
good producing mare in the U. 8, It was her son The Minstril
(x Ruminaja Ali), a very handsome and charismatic horse
and Nationals winner, who became an extremely popular
sire, with nearly 600 get. This was eclipsed by his son
Thee Desperado with nearly 900 get and thousands upon
thousands of grand get worldwide.

Upon reflection, the addition of these two desert bred
stallions Nabras and El Nasser to the breeding of the RAS
has proven to be a worthy cheice in the legacy of straight
Egvptian breeding, verified by the ever growing popularity
of their descendants. The periodic addition of outcross
Bedouin bred stock to the legacy of breeding in Egypt has
enriched its genetic base and also has spoken well for the
tribes who provided this quality blood.

The number of orchid species which can be found all
over the world is astounding,

Mobody has been able to determine the exact number
of species, The numbers given by different taxonomists
may vary from 20,000 to 35,000, It is four times the
number of mammal species and more than twice the
number of bird species. Over 10% of seed producing
plants belong to the Orchidaceae family.
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The orchid family is a cosmopolitan one and is
represented in nearly every habitat, except for deserts
and polar circles. Most of the species are found in
the tropics, primarily in South-East Asia, Indonesia,
Japan, New Guinea, North Australia, Central and South
America and Africa,

Orchids have been known since ancient times, The
first evidence can be found in the most important early
far eastern botanical-pharmaceutical books.

The brilliant Chinese culture emerges often, as it
seems the very first reference of man’s cultural bond to
orchids dates back to the period of the earliest Chinese
dynasties, more than 3,000 years ago.

Besides their beauty, what most appealed to both
the Chinese and Japanese seems to have been the
fragrance of flowers such as Cymbidium ensifolium and
Dendrobium moniliforme. Some ancient manuscripts
ascribe incredible curative properties to this quality
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Orchids are mostly epiphytic, that is they grow on
trees in the rainforest having evolved from terrestrial
orchids. They represent the pinnacle of evolution in
the world of plants. Epiphytic orchids are not hardy,
but alpine orchids are, because they have underground
tubers, that can survive the winter after their leaves
have dropped.

The size of both flowers and plants can range from
miniatures with flowers just a few millimetres wide
{Lepanthes calodictyon) to giant plants and/or giant
flowers, up to eighteen centimetres wide, without
considering the spur, which alone can be thirty
centimetres long (Angraccum sesquipedale).

The flowers of most commercial orchids available in
cultivation today generally last about a month, but you
can find a great variety of performances among them:
from a few days to eleven months!

The mare lines have been very thoughtfully chosen
taking into account the future of Egyptian Arabian horse
breeding. For this reason, quality select individuals from
the strains of Abayyan Om Jurays, Saqglawi Jidran, Hadban
Inzahi, Kuhaylan Jellabi, Kuhaylan Rodan and Dahman
Shahwan were selected. The foundation from these major
strains represents a considerable gene pool in the selected
mares as well as maintaining diversity in the chosen sires
of our stock. Care has been taken to observe a wide range
of other breeding programs with the goal of secing key
diversity for the future while building on the successes of
today. The breeding philosophy is simple. Quality in all
aspects of the Arabian is the first consideration as well
as excellent type in the head and balanced proportions
of excellent neck and correct body, superior movement,
and genuine nobility which is the trademark of the true
Arabian horse.
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Currently approximately 40 horses comprise in the
stud. Alfala Stud's location in Alamarivah, Saudi Arabia,
outside of Riyadh, is ideal.
